POST SECONDARY INSTITUTION
CHOICES (PSlIs)
Post-Secondary Institutions (PSI) Selections:

The Ministry of Education assists each graduating student
planning to pursue post-secondary education by sending a copy
of his/her transcript data to selected post-secondary institutions,
through the PSI Selections Form. The Early Admission Program
allows students to gain conditional admission to participating BC
post-secondary institutions (BC PSIs) and those listed with the
Ontario Universities Application Centre (OUAC), as long as they
meet each post-secondary institution's academic standards.

The PSI Selections Form is designed to:

e Allow graduating students to select which post-
secondary institutions will receive copies of their
interim marks in May and/or their transcripts at the end
of July

e Authorize the Ministry to transfer interim marks in May
to BC PSls and the OUAC, and send transcripts to all
student-selected post-secondary institutions at the end
of July

The PSI Selections Form is located on the Student Secure Web
at www.bced.gov.bc.ca/exams/ - select “Info for Students” and
then select “Student Secure Web”.

In order to have interim marks sent in May, graduating
students must complete the online PSI Selections
Form by March 15, 2010.

For transcript data to be sent at the end of July, graduating
students must complete the online PSI Selections Form by June
30, 2010.

The Ministry will send a copy of the final transcript to
the institutions chosen by July 31, 2010.
